How did the kingdom of
God begin on earth?

(To Abraham the Lord
said), “And I will make of
you a great nation, and I
will bless vou, and make
your name great, so that
you will be 2 blessing”
(Genesis 12:2).

God chose ordinary people
to begin the kingdom.

How did you become a part
of God’s kingdom and part
of God’s Chosen People?
Through Baptism and
faith in the promise of God's
gracious choosing, you have
entered the kingdom.

Is everyone part of God's
kingdom?

“And so the promise (to
Abraham) was based on
faith, in order that the
promise should be

aranteed as God's free
gift to all of Abraham’s
descendants—not just to
those who obey the Law, but
also to those who believe as
Abraham did”

(Romans 4:16 TEV).

A NATION
PROMISED

Remember God’s covenant
with Noah—a promise not
to destroy human life but to
begin again. The next
section of the Old Testament
tells how God chose to begin
again. This beginning was
small and quiet. God picked
a person named Abraham
and asked him and his wife
Sarah to leave their family
and home. God asked them
to go to a land they had
never seen. God promised

" Abraham that his family

would be the beginning of a
great nation, that God
would bless them and make
them important. God said
that through Abraham and
his descendants all the
families of the earth would
be blessed (Genesis 12:1-3).

The kingdom of God had
its beginning in one nation,
from a single family, in a
land belonging to other
people, and from a couple
who did not have any

children and were too old to |

start a family. It was an
unlikely beginning, yet that
is how the kingdom of God
began (Genesis 17:1-9,
15-19).

Our parents in faith

Jewish people look back to
Abraham and his wife,
Sarah, as their ancestors.
We Christians also claim
them as our parents in faith
(Galatians 3:7). God's
promise to Abraham and
Sarzah is recorded four
times. You can find it in

Chapters 12,13, 15, and 17
of Genesis.

Genesis 17 uses the word
covenant to describe the
agreement between God and
Abraham. You remember
from the first session that a
covenant is a lasting
relationship in which God
promises to do certain things
for people. A covenant is
also like an agreement in
which two parties promise
to do something for one
another. If you sign a
contract or agreement to
sell your bicycle to someone
for $75.00, you have
promised to hand over the
bike. The other person
promises to give you the
money.

In the covenant with
Abraham, Ged promised
many things: blessings,
greatness, land, and many
descendants. We are told
that Abraham responded to
God’s promises by believing.
[t was Abraham’s faith that
fulfilled the agreement.
Abraham and Sarah left
their native town of Haran
and followed God's leading
because they believed God
would do just what was
promised. That took courage
and faith.

Faith is tested

The stories about Sarah and
Abraham in Genesis 12-25
make it clear that God was
with them, fulfilling
promises of blessings.
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
